HOW TO FIGHT
RAGWEED?

Ragweed should be pulled out

as soon as it appears in May.

It can be removed with bare hands
contrary to Poison lvy which

can cause serious skin rashes.

Cut the plants in mid-July
and in mid-August before
they begin to flower.

Improve the quality of your soil
by adding topsoil, compost
or fertilizer.

Seed or plant vegetation adapted
to your soil. Cover with mulch
to protect bare soil.

WHERE TO FIND
RAGWEED USUALLY ?

» Vacant land

Cracks in sidewalks
Roadsides

Disturbed or bare soill
Used snow dumping sites
